Atlantic Community Workshop

PREPARATION

· Powerpoint will need to be available in classrooms for presentation.
· Spare table at the front for objects from different countries.
· Maps to have been printed out with space for writing on them. A3 size.
INTRODUCTION (5 mins)

· Show them our route, explaining that we are travelling through 31 countries – highlight some of the exotic interesting people we are putting them in touch with.
· Explain that we are not the first people to do this.  For 100s of years people have been travelling around the Atlantic.  Christopher Columbus example.
· Quick-fire questions asking the reasons people travel around the Atlantic through history.
ACTIVITY 1 (15 mins)

· Example paragraphs pointing out slavery / highland clearances / work / trade / empire – different ways in which people have travelled around the Atlantic. 
· Students to identify different reasons as to why people have travelled across the Atlantic and what connections this has created. 
· Specific focus on local history – area in Scotland in Canada – this bounces of one of the example paragraphs.
ACTIVITY 2 (10 MINUTES)

· Focus on aspects of trade and how some of the remoter places around the Atlantic are connected to us through the things that they produce.  Show them the table of objects which have come from different parts of the Atlantic.  
· Students explore the table which has objects on it from all around the Atlantic.  Students read fact sheets about their local history

· Update their lists adding in countries with whom they now have connections. 

· Work in the class to make list as full as possible.   

ACTIVITY 3 (20 minutes)

· Miss Dynamite video and fact sheet.  Exploring how Miss Dynamite has roots in many different places and working out which countries she is connected to.

· Working in groups of 4.  Get them to think about ways in which they might be connected to different countries – family / holidays / hobbies / music / might have lived there / local history.  Short exercise getting them write down one fact about as many countries as they can on the list.  Listing connections that they might have to it.
· Build up a list of all the places within the class and the different ways in which they are connected to it.
CONCLUSION

· Highlight countries which we will be connecting them to and ask them to write things that they would like to know about these other places.
